If you wish to participate, you need to arrive on 
Wednesday evening, April 15th prior to the first milkout at 6:30PM.  Second and third milkings will be Thursday, 
6:30AM and 6:30PM.  IF YOU PLAN TO PARTICIPATE, PLEASE INDICATE ON YOUR ENTRY FORM WHICH DOES 
YOU WILL BE TESTING. 

ANIMALS NOT CHECKED IN AND PAID FOR ON THURSDAY EVENING WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO SHOW.

Rules and Regulations 

The American Dairy Goat Association sanctions these shows and their rules shall govern. The junior and 
senior shows are separately sanctioned and are open to all ADGA, AGS, and CGS registered does. There 
will be NO pre-show milk-out. 

 
 
Registration Papers 

The original registration paper must be presented at check-in.  Current ADGA guidelines regarding registration 
paper requirements will be followed. All animals must be LEGIBLY tattooed prior to entering the ring 



Health Rules 
Animals showing signs of disease will not be accepted. In-state exhibitors must have an Arizona seasonal 

pass and Federal or Arizona scrapie premises ID must be entered on entry form. Out of state exhibitors 
must comply with all travel requirements specific to individual applicable state(s) guidelines. An entry 
permit and certificate of veterinary inspection is required for out of state animals. To obtain an entry permit, 
phone the Office of the State of Arizona Veterinarian at (602) 542-4293. Fair veterinarian makes daily visual 
checks of animals. 

BIOSECURITY REMINDER:  Any does showing signs of illness should not be brought to the fair.  For 
does recently fresh, make sure vaginal discharge is not evident in the show ring or other public areas in 
the barn. 

 
Entry Fees: $20.00/goat or $15.00/goat for SADGA members. (enters both rings) 
EXHIBITOR FEE: $5.00 per exhibitor
